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ALL NATIONS WILL CELEBRATE THE FEAST OF BOOTH..SUKKOT

Zech. 14:16 “Then it will come about that any who are left of all the nations that went against Jerusalem will
go up from year to year to worship the King, Adonai of hosts, and to celebrate the Feast of Booths.”

| have heard many Believers tell me that they don't want to keep Sukkot or any of the other Feasts. Let
us not be like those individuals. In Matt. 22:1-14, we see these type of individuals who were invited to the Kings
wedding banquet, but refused to go. You do not have to observe the Feasts, Yah will not force you. YOU GET
TO. Itis our privilege and honor to observe Yah's Holy Days. Our heart's desire should be that we want to, that
is the proper attitude and motive that Yahveh requires. If you don't want to participate in these rehearsals/
Feasts now, maybe you don't want to be a part of them in the future. The Feasts are wedding rehearsals for
our wedding supper of the lamb.

Yah gives us His commandments as a road map so we can show up in time for the wedding and know
exactly what to expect from the groom. They are constant reminders of our future wedding, that's why we
rehearse them all the time.

If you don’t want to participate maybe you should consider asking yourself why, or perhaps even who
(what spirit), is keeping you from celebrating your Kings Feasts. Maybe He is not really your King. Whom do
you serve is the big question? Zech. 14:16-19 makes it very clear that in the last days all the nations will come
to Jerusalem for Sukkot to worship the King. Zech. 14:16-19 Then it will come about that any who are left of all
the nations that went against Jerusalem will go up from year to year to worship the King, Elohim of hosts, and
to celebrate the Feast of Booths. And it will be that whichever of the families of the earth does not go up to
Jerusalem to worship the King, Elohim of hosts, there will be no rain on them. If the family of Egypt does not go
up or enter, then no [rain will fall] on them; it will be the plague with which Elohim smites the nations who do not
go up to celebrate the Feast of Booths [sukkot]. This will be the punishment of Egypt, and the punishment
of all the nations who do not go up to celebrate the Feast of Booths [sukkot].

Yeshua Himself tells us we will celebrate the Feasts in Heaven. Matt. 26:29 “But | say to you, | will not
drink of this fruit of the vine from now on until that day when I drink it new with you in My Father’s
kingdom.” Yeshua spoke these words while celebrating Passover, the Last Supper.

This is one of the celebrations that will take place after the second coming. It will be embarrassing to
those who don’t celebrate it now or know what it is. If any christians get born again they will realize just how
brainwashed they have been following the pagan ways of Churchianity.
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
